· Give members access to the latest fitness and referee based training strategies

· Develop consistency of interpretations amongst members

· Foster a fun and communal atmosphere within the association

· All members regardless of experience and fitness level are strongly encouraged to attend. 

All registered referees from other associations are also welcome to attend however a courtesy email confirming their interest would be appreciated.

5.2 Level 1 and Level 2 theory sessions are scheduled for Merrylands Sports and Bowling Club for Monday nights starting at around 6.30 pm from Monday 31st May, 2010 and there will be a couple of theory sessions followed by the Level 2 examination. In the next few weeks.  Level 1 examination will be conduct externally.

5.3 It is good to see that through the hard work of our Respect Campaign a couple of clubs have taken it up.  One club in particular has championed the cause and issues a modified form of your webmaster’s referee’s evaluation form to the referees at their games to comment on the team’s behaviour and attitude.  It is also pleasing to see that the same club has managed to have all the webmasters video clips, presentations, etc added to the GDSFA website.

5.4 To the GDSFA website has been added a drop down menu highlighting the Respect Campaign.  There are some 16 items that have been uploaded and I recommend that you view them all.  Well done Granville and this backs up the excellent material on the Referees website and presentations done by GDSRA to the clubs. Yes, I can see some problems in implementing the campaign but it needs to be done because we need to get respect back into the game and cut out much of the crap that has been going in recent years with some teams and their spectators. Well done to all involved! Now if every club could promote it we may get some attitude changes resulting.
5.5 Some limited action happening in our forum and it’s mainly on activities we are running and some general interest items.  It is a continuing disappointment that the forum is not utilised more.

5.6 Average Statistics for May 2010 are up 200 over Aprils but it still is clear there is almost as much overseas use of our resource as there is in Australia.  The statistics are as follows:

· Average hits per hour – 152; Average hits per day – 3,650; Average files per day – 2,732; Average pages per day – 471; Average visits per day – 175; Average Kbytes per day – 102,153;

· Total hits for May 2010 are as follows: Total hits – 113,179; Total files – 84.713; Total pages – 14,626; Total visits – 5,438; Total Kbytes – 3,166,754; 

5.7 “Ground Locations” was the most visited page, followed by “2009-2010 Laws of the Game”, “History of the Whistle”, “Referees Reports”, “GDSRA History”, “Online Equipment Shop”, “2010 Handbook”, “Committee”, “Law Questions”, “Respect Campaign”, “Links” and “Updates”. 

5.8 Countries Visiting Our Site (Traffic) in May, 2010 are as follows:

· Australia – 57.93%; Ireland – 26.02%; Great Britain (UK) – 10.31%; Russia – 3.00%; Canada – 0.53% ; Brazil – 0.28%; United States – 0.22%; Czech Republic – 0.20%; Netherlands – 0.17%; Denmark – 0.13%; New Zealand – 0.12%; Greece – 0.10%; India – 0.07%; South Africa – 0.06%; Slovakia – 0.06%; Germany – 0.05%; Italy – 0.05%; Belgium – 0.05%; Mexico – 0.04%; Singapore – 0.04%; Republic of Macedonia – 0.04%; Pakistan – 0.04%; Japan – 0.03%; Poland – 0.03%; Finland – 0.03%; Norway – 0.01%.

5.9 Once again there are some new countries using our website as a resource and it is interesting to see that the numbers for Ireland (29,450 hits) and the UK (11,675 hits) are still consistent and 26% and 10% respectively.  Of note is that Australia had some 65,568 hits.  Irish use is again excellent and Greece’s use has increased with 109 hits during the month. I am looking forward to the number of visits from our own members increasing

When submitting a send off or incident report the following information are essential, we have listed them below

a)
The report is to be submitted as a send off if the player is shown the red card on the field of play, an INCIDENT report is to be submitted ONLY if an incident occurs after the player is sent of the field of play for instance if he/she swear at you or at another person or assault, fight, has a go at the technical area persons, refuse to leave the field of play, you having to abandon the game etc.etc. (do NOT CUT & PASTE reports especially if you are sending off 2 players say for fighting being 1 from each team this practice does not look good it is sent to judiciary as well as clubs)

b)
Name & Surname, player shirt number, player registration Number, team or club he/she plays for, MUST appear on all reports

c)
Time by minute to which you the player is sent off

d)
Must briefly describe your position on the field of play,

e)
Describe the incident that led to the send off (explain if asked by the player the reason for the red card) & state in writing that you have SHOWN the RED CARD followed by the CODE, such as I then showed the Red card OR 1 GUILTY OF SERIOUS FOUL PLAY

f)
Mention in your report as to wether the player left the field of play in a quite manner or caused further MAJOR problems if this happens then advise him/her that an INCIDENT report will be submitted.

g)
Describe as to how you recommenced the game (this is not important but is good practice)

h)
In your report you are to mention if you had A. Rest especially in the case of an Incident report and you as a referee must instruct the A. Rs, at the end of the game or A.S.A.P. to submit a report

k)
ASSISTANT referees can only submit INCIDENT reports NOT send off reports.
