Instructions from the football Association is that with the exception of Curtis Oval at Dundas, all fields are to be entirely roped off whilst matches are in progress.  No ropes no games.

A reminder has been issued by the Football Association to all clubs about the Responsibilities of Home Club, namely “To ensure that the fields are properly marked and fit for play, nets erected, corner flags in place, fields roped off, and seating provided for coaches, managers and reserve players.”

The Football Association has instructed GDSRA that the previous adopted latitude given to the scheduled Kick Off time is to be abolished.

This means that where a team is not ready and/or able to start the game at the nominated Kick Off time, it is to be defaulted.  Where this happens you are to record the details on the team sheet, and forward me a report.

Where you are unable to commence your game at the nominated Kick Off time, for example the previous game has gone over and is now into your time, you are to reduce each half of your game to ensure that the 3pm game Kicks Off at 3pm.

In practice the 11.55 and 1.15 games are most at risk of being cut down in time.  This is because the previous games are not kicking off on time. Problem is that “most times” the game causing the delay has been officiated by a non official referee. These people, although helping out, should be aware of the delay they cause.
