The black and yellow strip of clubs was discussed and we advised that if the referee couldn’t wear black or the alternate yellow shirt the home team would have to change.  Lidcombe Falcons who play in black have no problem with using their alternate strip when required such as when they play Guildford or Pendle Hill.  We advised them that it is a ruling from NSWSRI that we can only wear “Black” or “Yellow” shirts. At the Mgt Meeting we were invited to, as far as Premier League goes we do not want them to be wearing black. 9’s, 12’s and 15’s now have black uniforms, already delivered. We have requested that they have new strips of a different colour within 2 years. Resolved that our answer for 15’s is NO. Up to and including U/12 is acceptable but only for the next 2 years Joe is going to check if they can wear the alternate strip as their main strip and use the black as their alternate.

Clubs were reminded of the upcoming new referee’s course starting Monday February 28, 2005 and that details were available on our website.

Clubs were also reminded that if games were running late then playing times would be reduced to allow the 3:00pm games to kick off on time.  We also said that it would help if the first game could start at 8:30 am with the 11:55 am game now staring at 11:30 am thus allowing for 1:00 pm and 3:00 pm K.O.’s to occur without any problem.  GDSFA weren’t too happy about starting games at 8:30 am but Michael Briggs did say that if both teams were ready then there was no problem with starting early.

General Business:

9.7.1
GDSFA is going to introduce multi part carbonless team sheets in a pad costing $12.98 per pad.  Michael Briggs stated that a pad would be provided for each field.  The clubs like the idea of this new team sheet which would be based on the Soccer NSW Team Sheet except that we would fill in the cautions in the “goals” box.  There would be a copy for the “Home” and “Away” teams as well as one for the referees.  The main copy would be send to the competition secretary as was the old team sheet.  Michael Briggs confirmed that the new team sheets were subject to discussions with GDSRA.

Portable goal posts must be made secure at all times and leaflets on the matter (details also available on the Soccer NSW website) would be sent to all clubs.

Club appointed match officials must do their games on time and also cut them short if they started late.  Clubs were reminded to check that their games were covered and if not arrange a club referee well in advance of the kick off time.  Also if an appointed referee hasn’t arrived by 10 minutes before the scheduled kick off time then the clubs must organise a club referee to do the game.
