Procedure for Renewing/Rejoining
· Members must rejoin (pay membership fee). Their account on the arbiter will then be activated and they will be sent a “Welcome Message” by email. Please follow instructions exactly.
· Members only have 2 options. Active or Inactive. This will be done by the Administrator once your fees are paid.

· Members must fill in the following required fields:

· Name, postal address, date of birth, at least one contact number and email address. You cannot have the same email address as another member.

· If you are a player, coach or manager you must attach yourself to your team and advise the Appointments Officer by email.

· If your contact details have changed in any way you must advise the AO and the Secretary

· Any member who does not have access to email on a regular basis must advise the AO immediately so that arrangements can be made to advise you of your Appointments.  Similarly if you only have email access at work you are to advise accordingly.

This season, when you log in to see your games, you will have an option to accept or decline them. If you decline a member of the ASC will contact you to receive your explanation.

· The “accept” date will be enforced. Typically this will be Thursday. If you have not accepted your appointments or logged in by this time you will be automatically removed from the system. Should this happen or should you not receive appointments at all you must contact the AO immediately.

· Any member who fails to appear for appointments without a reasonable excuse will be logged as a “turnback”. Any member who has 3 “turnbacks “will no longer be appointed to games. In order to be appointed to further games the member must show cause to the MC why they should be reinstated. This should be done by either appearing before the MC meeting or in writing to the Secretary.
· Changes to published and accepted games may be made in Arbiter until 5.00 pm Friday. Any changes after this will be made by phone.

· In the event of inclement weather it is advised that you check your email prior to leaving home.

· Every member is required to submit a claim form for payment on the PDF/excel version of your game schedule available on Arbiter. This claim is to be lodged within seven (7) days of the last game being claimed. All changes to your schedule must be recorded on this claim.  Eg. Different teams, age division or ground locations. Also any additions that need to be made.  There are NO exceptions to this.

· It is advisable that any member who believes that may have incurred a “turnback” contact to corresponding ASC member to explain. It is far better to be proactive. As soon as you are aware that you cannot complete your appointments advise accordingly.
