7. E&ESC

7.1 Congratulations to Richard Baker on successfully completing his Class 1 field tests.

7.2 Congratulations to Lyn Nielsen for successfully completing her Class 2 field tests.

7.3 Inspections have dried up, as many inspectors, who appeared eager in the first half of the season, are not responding to the inspection requests.

7.4 Paperwork should have been received on the procedure for the Finals series.

7.5 All free kicks in the goal area for U/9 – U/12 will be taken midway of the penalty area.

7.6 Corner kicks for U/9 – U/12 can be taken up to 1 metre inside the goal line.

7.7 Let coaches & managers know how long there is to go due to extra time. Keep the coaches informed.

7.8 If  Coaches & Managers want to have a look at the team sheet, let them look at it.
7.9 Any discrepancies on eligibility clear it up quickly and get it out of the way. Take the opportunity to quell a situation when you can.

7.10 Up to & including U/13- allow the Coach or Manager in the centre circle with the players for a penalty shoot out.

7.11 Only the players involved in the game at the end of extra time are permitted to take part in the penalty shoot out.

7.12 If you have problems please see the senior referee at your field.

7.13 Spectators are not your problem. Wait for a stoppage in play and call a Ground Official.

7.14 Ensure the game starts on time. Call the players on 5 mins prior to kick off.

7.15 Use commonsense when choosing ends for a penalty shoot out. Position of sun, condition of goal mouth etc.

9.1
Final series are now with us. Remember it is the referee’s duty to tell the assistants, before the game starts, what he wants them to do when:

· A
A goal is scored.

· B
There is a caution issued.

· C
There is a send off.


It looks very poor if all heads are writing at the same time and no one is watching the field.

9.2
Referee should also instruct assistants on where they are required to stand for free kicks to attackers, within 20 yards of the goal line.

9.3
Assistants should be instructed where they are required to stand at the taking of a penalty kick, and corner kicks.

9.4
At the taking of a goal kick or any kick within the goal area by the defence, the assistant should stand level with the goal area line to ensure that the ball is within this area, and then move up to be level with the penalty area line. This signals the referee that the ball is positioned correctly.

9.5
Read up and understand what is required for the taking of penalty kicks at the end of extra time.

9.6
Read up and understand the  “GOLDEN GOAL” system.

9.7
Our uniform is BLACK, and all referee’s WILL BE dressed the same.

9.8
Remember to enter the field as a team, and leave as a team.

9.9
Collect the ball at half time so that the game restarts when you are ready.

9.10
Please count the number of players every time there is a lull in play, we have had 12 players on the field, for one team more than once this year with the interchange rule. Also count them at the start of play.

12.1 Procedures for final series given to all active members.
12.2 A reminder that Nominations of candidates for election as office-bearers of the Association, as ordinary members of The Committee, or as official members shall be delivered to the Secretary of the Association prior to 7pm on the 30th September to allow the Secretary to circulate the names of nominees to members at least 14 days prior to the AGM.
12.3 The Technical Area will be policed. Only authorised people will be permitted in this area. Use your Man Management skills. Talk to the Team Officials prior to the match so that they know what you expect. All substitutes will be seated. Payers warming up will do so behind the Assistant.
12.4 Do not handle players, especially juniors. Juniors are U/18 and down. There are people that take great offence at this. Please remind each other. HANDS OFF PLAYERS.

13.3 Fines that you ay have received have been imposed on us by GDSFA the same as any other Club affiliated. GDSRA will pass these fines onto the Referee.

14.1 The video incidents section “Dire straits Referee’s What’s the Call” has had two penalty decisions to decide on added.  It shows how from different angles the views we have can be very deceiving.

14.2 The FIFA Publication, The Laws of the Game Questions and Answers 2004 has been added.  It is in pdf format so you will need an Adobe Reader to view them.  You can access them from the “Referees Documents” section and the “Laws Questions” section.
14.3 An article from the Singapore FA has been added titled “It’s a funny game – Is 59 minutes the average length of a soccer game?”  Access is via the “Referees Documents” section.
14.4 An article by Alan Robinson from England on motivation to referee games.  Titled “Motivation” it can also be found via the “Referees Documents” section.
14.5 Another article by Tony Ho, well known from Gladesville Hornsby Referees and a NSWSRI inspector, has also been added.  Called “The Intelligent Referee’s guide to Criticism” it too can be found via the “Referees Documents” section.
14.6 All the above items can also be access from the “Updates” and “Latest News” links.
14.7 We are getting over a 100 hits per month with people utilising the “Referees Documents” section.  This is good to see and means that you and others are using the reports, etc. provided for your benefit.
14.8 We are still receiving many people utilising our “Ground Locations” section which not only covers Granville District grounds but other districts and federation locations too.
14.9 The forum has become a great disappointment to me with minimal use except from a few regulars and Gladesville Hornsby referees.  Sure there are many “lookers” but very few participants.  It is good to see that one member of the examinations committee participants and his valuable technical contribution is very much appreciated.  Otherwise, it seems to be left to me to answer most of the technical questions, which others haven’t responded to!!!  If people spent half as much time in our forum as they do in the GDSFA we would have several lively discussions going on.  I have tried polls, soccer topics, jokes, videos’; technical questions all too very little avail.  I spend many hours monitoring this facility for minimal usage except by the “regulars”; it is very frustrating!!!  I was thinking of introducing a chat room facility but with the lack of response to our forum I don’t think I will waste my time setting it up.
14.10 Another disappointment has been not being able to get the appointments online.  I have tried to organise this but to no avail.  I came up with a temporary measure around round 6 but it wasn’t implemented for one reason and another.  To be fair we do have problems with running with different databases and updated software.  I even investigated the possibility of utilising GHSRA’s appointments on line system, which also runs in MS Access as ours does.  This would appear to be a good option but to date nobody has been to view it or discuss with GHSRA.  Time is our scarcest resource and we are all volunteers giving of our time freely so hopefully we can get something up and running by next season.
