It is always , on the day, in the opinion of the referee. Please look at the foul closely and in some instances don’t apply the advantage but pull up the foul. The Clubs are asking that we protect their players.
2.7 Recommendation of the E&ESC. If the game is getting a bit rough & tumble, don’t play the advantage. Let the players know that you will not tolerate any fouls. 
2.8 One other thing is that if you are going to call advantage, make sure you signal it. Then deal with the player who committed the foul, quickly.

5.1 In 2008, GDSRA will be holding a number of courses for people who wish to become soccer referees, ‘club’ referees or just want to learn and understand the laws of the game.  Local GDSFA details and procedures will also be explained.  There will be a nominal charge for each course and all attendees will receive the latest FIFA Law Book and the FIFA DVD on the Laws of the Game together with participant's workbooks and manuals. 5.5 Average Statistics for June 2007 have dropped considerably even though our season is in full swing; however, we have had a rounds washed out and a part round played this month.  The statistics are as follows: Average hits per hour – 168; Average hits per day – 4,039; Average files per day – 2,412; Average pages per day – 385; Average visits per day – 240; Average Kbytes per day – 74,550;

GDSFA General Meetings – 20th June 2007

8.1 Minimal chance expected of playing a full round this weekend - Councils have advised M. Briggs that if one field at a ground is considered unplayable, that ground (ie all fields) will be closed. Many clubs advised that they considered their grounds unplayable for this weekend, irrespective of much sunshine or more rain.

8.2 It was noted the forecast for July was continuing rain, and more weekends could be lost 

· Rounds 10, 11 and 12 (Mixed and Ladies) formally cancelled and will not be replayed 

· Round 9 to be played on the first available weekend, ie Sun 01 Jul. It was noted this date clashes with State Cup fixtures so some games may have to be deferred until following weekend 

· Catch-up games from Rounds 3 and 6 to be given priority. Holroyd expect their fields to be open this weekend, and it was agreed Auburn catch-up games will be played at Holroyd this weekend plus use any other fields available. Final decision to be made on Friday and referees to be appointed by telephone.
