Some of the points from our assessments are that the referees need to talk to players on the run and at stoppages. Do not let players argue with you, just put your hand on your chest pocket, and ask if they still want to discuss the matter. A bright player will get the hint that you may pull out a card, and move away. If they don’t issue a yellow card for dissention. A player, who infringes often, is to be warned and then cautioned if the player continues to infringe.

Keep an eye on the interchange. If you pull up the first transgression, then the teams will normally do the right thing.

Read the E-MAIL on the bench, and enforce this. Also ensure that players sit down on the bench. If the coach is a sub. He must cover up his shirt if he is coaching players, standing up. Any body coming onto the field to treat an injured player must also not be showing a team shirt.

We have received a number of team assessments, though not anywhere the number that you are giving out. Most are constructive and they think that you are doing a good job. Alas, some are scathing. Referees do not smoke on the side line, there is a no smoking rule in the Granville competition, and this applies to referees.  Most problems seem to be. Not Strict Enough. Not Keeping Up With Play. Arrogant. Too Timid. Inexperience. Offside, though I think this is due to teams not knowing the offside laws.
