2.3 Level 1 & 2 Referees upgrade are now done on a top Level State game.

2.4 All existing referees are now classified as Level 3. NSW and branches are trying to get a higher classification for branches organised.

2.5 Assessors will be using a new assessment sheet this year. There is one for GDSRA games with the Granville logo, these are to be used for in house assessments. Those Assessors doing FNSW games will be using the one withoutthe GDSRA logo. These forms will be added to our website.

2.6 Please do out fitness test as this shows your commitment to our Referees’ body and will enable you to do honour games.

2.7 Note the changes in Law 12 and implement this instruction. A separate sheet will be supplied by our Webmaster.

Branch Coach (CY) Charles provided the following update from the FNSW Branch Coaches meeting:

· New combined FFA L5 & L4 training materials now available. L5 & L4 material, including DVDs, are free.

· New inspection, assessment, coaching and running sheets to be used – with GDSRA logo for internal used only.

· Currently, only C1 & C2 qualifications available via FFA, ie there is currently no branch/state level qualification process. All existing State C1/C2 are classed as FFA C3. FFA investigating means to re- introduce a process to cater for branch referees. Branches can deliver the FFA C2 theory course only.

· It is now mandatory for everyone to keep a log book to maintain their existing qualifications.

· FNSW confirmed all upgrades are now competency based, with no restriction based on age or experience.
Note: E&ESC reconfirmed referees need to be 18yo for L3 qualification, except in exceptional circumstances

· Current TAPS programme to be replaced by FNSW material, which is being developed.

· FNSW recommend all braches should supply a current Law Book to each of its members each year

Feds Seminar (J.Nic)

· Richard Lorenc now FNSW Referees Co-ordinator

· Committee being formed to create better relationship between clubs, coaches, manmagers and referees, etc

· Reinforced careless → reckless → excessive force

· Appointments to State league matches now back with Feds appointments officer

New Candidates Course (JK)

· Currently 42 people enrolled. Expecting 50-55 to attend

· 100 x new FFA L5/L4 books and DVDs have been ordered, as well as 150 Law Books. Delivery expected tomorrow (received Thu 26 Feb)

Referees Administration Group  - 3rd March 2009

RAG has successfully appealed on the decision against Nepean District. The fine was overturned and expenses waived.
5.2 
Advertising on balls is not a referee issue. It is up to the Football Associations to decide. This type of advertising would not be contrary to any FIFA law.
5.3 A fixed attendance fee of $75 is available to cover expenses for referees requested to attend FNSW hearings.
5.4 RAG & the State Technical Committee are now working more closely together with regular meetings.
5.5 FFA forms due in 2008 have still not been received from some associations (Granville all received OK). It was pointed out that districts that have not completed this paperwork for all members will not be covered by insurance for personal injury or public liability.
5.6 The point was then raised that the policy needs to be examined to see if such exclusions are justified and the insurance ombudsman may need to be involved.
5.7 If FFA forms are completed as requested every year this is not an issue.
5.8 Referees who are already registered as players should use the same FFA number on the referee FFA form
5.9 A letter has been sent to the Chairman of the Referee’s Standing Committee asking for confirmation of the minimum age for competitive match referee. The meeting consensus was that this age is 13. To be confirmed

· You will see that we are still waiting on FNSW to send payment through for 2008 games. Where do we go from here? As I have exhausted all avenues that I can do with FNSW for the members payments, shall we now write this off? If so, I think the members that are still expecting should be advised to reconsider their arrangements when the referee on FNSW matches. I am at a loss to explain how FNSW can appoint members, then suggest GDSRA should invoice, GDSRA do so and then be lead along as it has. GDSRA should consider how it will move forward with FNSW not paying referees for certain matches, but, taking on the appointment of them. 
· I should note that $402 for a very recent claim from FNSW was received and so these will shortly be passed on to the members. 

· Lidcombe Falcons still nothing from 2008. Where is this at with G&DSFA as I had the impression something may be achieved through them? Football Association is foowing up on our behalf. We will follow up quietly and see what we can do.
· Rouse Hill – this was a recent invoice and so perhaps I will send to Vice President to make a follow-up.
