5.2 Appeals should not be held on Judiciary nights. This is to be clarified with GDSFA

5.3 Where there is a send-off, the referee is to check with the Assistant Referee for details, and in all cases where the AR had a clear view of the incident leading to the send off, the AR must be requested to submit a report as well.  This will give the Referee additional support and credibility, and it will also reduce the occasions where a player will dispute the events, which lead to the send off.

5.4 If a junior member attends Judiciary, their case will be prioritised.

5.5 Names must accompany send off reports. All details should be obtained from the Team Sheet before handing to the Teams.

5.6 Send off reports are to be in no later than Sunday Night following the send off.

GDSFA General Meetings – 28th April 2004

6.1
Competition Secretary:
· Team sheets being incorrectly completed by both clubs/teams and referees – incorrect scores, referees not writing name, incorrect completion of yellow/red card offences, reverse not signed

· Critical that games start on time. Time given is kick-off time (not walk onto the field time). Referee and teams MUST be at centre of field 5 minutes before nominated kick-off time. Games that start late MUST be appropriately shortened to ensure following game can start on time.

· 5 more teams have been within from competition in various ages; however the draw will NOT be changed at this point in time!!

6.2
Registrar

· Currently have approx. 9,900 players registered (this includes estimate for in-house Roo-Ball)

· Clubs reminded, if a player does not have any identification card, he is NOT to take the field under any circumstances

· In the event there is a dispute re a player’s identification card (esp. juniors), player is to be allowed to take the field, and a report put in for subsequent investigation by Registrar:

· In the case of inter-change, referees are NOT to adjudicate or be involved re disputes over player identification cards. Responsibility rests with managers and there are to submit report to G&DSFA

· In case of substitutions (i.e. P/L), referee to adjudicate and submit report to G&DSFA

· Referees reminded that any coach or manager inside the fence/ropes must have a valid identification card (red) for that specific team. However, G&DSFA have also issued a few ‘club coach’ identification cards that enable that person to also be inside the ropes.

6.3
Referees

· Reminded clubs that new candidates course is starting next Mon 3 May at Merrylands and we only have 10 people enrolled at present. 

· Reminded clubs that we are available to present a 1.5-hour Roo-Ball course at their park/premises – just contact us to agree suitable date/time. Dundas and North Rocks have already approached us for it.

· Club Referees – impressed upon all delegates that once a person takes the field to referee a game, they have the same powers and responsibilities as an official referee, and they will also get the same support from both G&DSFA and GDSRA as an official referee should they be abused, threatened, etc. Related story of an unofficial referee who tried to send a player off, was abused by the coach and then player refused to leave the field. Referee continued game with player still on the field. Impressed upon clubs it was also the duty of the field marshals to support ALL referees. Subsequently advised the unofficial referee should have just abandoned the game when the player refused to leave the field, and then submitted an appropriate report to G&DSFA.

6.4
General

· Various clubs expressed the following concerns re official referees:

· Wanted the rules applied consistently to Ladies games (as would be done for men’s games)

· Sought clarification re Ladies protecting their chest – I advised and demonstrated that (put simply) they could put their arms across their chests for protection, and provided there was NO forward movement of hands/arms/etc it would not be considered hand-ball (i.e. it would be considered as ball-to-hand, not hand-to-ball).

· To be reminded that ALL Interchange players must be named on the team sheet before the game starts (i.e. they can not be added after the game commences)

· To be reminded that it was ok to coach outside the ropes, and also move up and down the field if outside of the ropes

· To be reminded that substitutes and interchange players can move behind the ropes if they want to

10.1 Midway through Class 2 courses. 6 Class 2, and 2 Class 1 attending. Candidates coping very well. Examination now next Tuesday

10.2 Inspections going very well. 6-8 badges to be awarded so far.

10.3 Jim Mpliokis has found a new supplier for our badges at a cost of $3.20. (Old supplier $5.00). Given the go ahead

10.4 New Candidates course started 3/5/04. 21 attended. 2 ladies will be coming along next week.

10.5 Several Roo Ball courses will be conducted. Dates TBA _ Dundas, Nth Rocks & Lidcombe Waratah’s

10.6 There will be a further fitness test late May/early June after the next course is completed.

10.7 All Inspection reports are to be with the Branch Coach no later than 7 days following the inspection.

10.8 Direct Free Kicks – There have been several instances of an Indirect free kick being given for hand ball, tripping etc. These are Direct Free Kicks. Understand Law 12 and follow it.

10.9 If a Referee does not turn up to do his/her appointment and the games is refereed by an unofficial ref, the Assistant Referee must not officiate at this game. Notify appointments and put in a claim form.

10.10 If an unofficial Referee has already started the game and the Referee turns up, the unofficial ref is to complete the game.

10.11 Up to U/15 unless it is the Final Series Assistant Referees will not be paid.

10.12 Discussion on how to complete the team shett.

10.13 Fitness Test at Barton Park 6/7/04 at 8.30am. This will be the last one for the Season.

7. Branch Coach

7.1 We have been carrying out inspections on a regular basis. Where a referee does not turn up, we have wasted our time, which could have been used inspecting another referee. Please inform Phil if you cannot attend a game, as this helps us all. Where another referee is on a field close by, this referee will get inspected if the game is applicable, and therefore may jump the queue, and get his badge ahead of longer serving referees. On one occasion one team had only six players, and no inspection could be done.

7.2 Evaluation sheets have started to be returned. With the exception of one the reports vary from good to very good. Good show people. The only adverse report related to game time not being of equal halves and of correct time.

7.3 Will referees please obtain black footwear to wear on the field? This IS part of our uniform.

7.4 There are reports of referees not moving the ball up to be level with the penalty spot for games up to and including under 12’s, where a kick is awarded to the defence, including goal kicks. A Corner Kick for these age groups is taken 12yards out from the goal posts, if the field is wide enough. This local rule is designed to allow the players to put the ball in a more usable position, and only applies to Granville games.

11.5
On 6th May, David Milne, Castle Hill United, Steve Courtney Granville president, three Parks employees from Baulkham Hills council and myself, carried out an inspection on field No1. This was a very positive meeting with all involved concentrating on the problems.  In consultation, we decided that no senior games would be played on this field until further notice. Junior games will proceed with the referee’s sanction.

Council will obtain some grass turf from around the ground, and put this in the bare areas. Castle Hill members will water this grass each morning; Steve will tamper the grass down. The field will be closed for all games and practice, while the grass is growing, and the field will be inspected 2 weeks after the turf is laid, and a decision, whether to open the field will be made. Council hope to lay the turf this Tuesday. No summer comp will be held on this ground this year and Castle Hill United and Council will endeavour to upgrade the field in the summer.
