2. Branch Coach

2.1
The evaluation sheets are coming in at a good rate. Some are not filled out, but this is the clubs doing.

2.2 There have been comments about cooperation between referees and assistants. The referee is in charge; so do not do anything that looks like a disagreement. If you are a senior referee, running the line, keep your comments and body language until you and the referee are alone. Do not run the game from the sideline.

2.3 There are also a lot of comments about off sides. Most coaches do not understand the offside rule, but just make sure that you fully understand this rule.

2.4 There have also been comments on the use of foul language. Act on this immediately. Teenagers must not swear on the field, while adults must be controlled.

2.5 We have mentioned interchange before. Just make sure that the player on the field is off the field before the new player comes on. The player going off must leave the field at the halfway line, the new player must come on at half way. If you pull up the first interchange, this will help with subsequent problems. The referee is the sole judge if he will allow an interchange to take place. In other word watch for coaches trying to waste time. Or break up an attack by delaying the restart.

2.6 A player charging a goalkeeper, especially in the air, must make contact with the ball before contacting the keeper, pretty hard to do. Otherwise this is careless play. Direct Free Kick.
2.7 991 evaluations received so far this year.

2.8 Candidates for Y/L need to have inspections done.
2.9 GDSFA Constitution requires interchange players to enter & leave the field from the half way line, Technical Area.
2.10 Also, interchange is up to the Referee to decide if to allow it, for example consider time wasting or delaying an attack, as the Referee simply say no.

· Before the start of the game the referee and AR is to ensure that only names players and Team Officials with ID Cards are to be in the Technical Area and/or on Benches.

· Any person without their ID Card is to be requested to leave the technical area.  This includes children and players who are not participating in that game.  For example - a player on suspension (but in the team sheet), a player with a broken leg (but on the team sheet).

· You will not commence the game until the person leaves the area.  If they refuse to leave the area you are to abandon the game and provide me with a full report.

· In the event persons return to the bench, you are at the next stoppage in play remind the person that as they are not authorised to be there they are to leave.  If necessary the game will not re-start until they do, and you are to report the incident to me.

· The General Manager (Michael Briggs) of the GDSFA will issue a similar instruction to clubs.  He will also be visiting grounds to ensure compliance.
