4.1 After discussions with in the GDSFA President, the following applies to Girls playing in the Granville competition (excluding State League and Women’s Super League).  

4.1.1 Girls may cross their arms across their chest, to protect their chest, only if a ball is kicked directly at them, and they cannot get out of the way. 
4.1.2 The palms of the hands must face inwards and no attempt may be made to direct the direction that the ball travels.  
4.1.3 At a free kick, if a girl is worried about being hit in the chest with the ball, they must not stand in that position, but move out of the way.  
4.1.4 Putting the hands across the chest cannot stop a high ball that may be headed. The ball must be headed, or trapped with the feet.  
4.1.5 Hands cannot be placed across the chest to control a ball that would normally be controlled by chesting it as the men often do.  
4.1.6 Any improper use of the hands will result in a direct free kick being awarded for a handball.
