State Class 1 & Class 2 field tests will commence immediately after Easter 2010. Tony Johnston advised that because of the temporary halt of State Class 1 & 2 qualifications throughout 2009 it is now necessary for all branches to re-submit names of candidates with the appropriate theory qualification who need field tests. Previous lists should not be depended upon. Names must be sent to Tony Johnston on the correct form with the appropriate documentation as soon as possible. Tony will send an e-mail to all branches requesting this action and outlining the importance of State Class 1 & 2 qualifications.

Several points were made in relation to the ‘Elite Development Panel’ (EDP – formerly PYL panel):

· Young referees who referee only Youth League and never have the experience of senior games at district level are missing out on invaluable experience. The meeting agreed that different man-management skills are needed for these different types of games and referees should be given experience at both levels in order to ensure they achieve their best potential.

· The reduction in numbers on the EDP from 190 to 120 members, (as imposed by FNSW) does not make it easy to offer the variation in experience outlined in point 3.1 above but branches should be encouraged to give both types of experience when possible.

· Steve MacAppion (FNSW EDP appointments) stated that he sometimes has difficulty in receiving a reply from branches to his e-mails giving Youth League appointments. Non response cannot be taken as acceptance and he requests that all branches respond promptly to accept or decline proposed Youth League appointments. Referee names are not required, just a response yes or no.

· Surprisingly GDSRA has submitted no new names for the EDP in 2010.

GDSFA GM 24th March 2010
7.1 Respect’ video was shown and a presentation was given by Richard Baker.
7.2 The request by GDSRA for a second (referee’s) copy of the team sheet was raised by secretary, Steve Crowe. I made the point that this paperwork is essential for accurate billing of referees to clubs and after some initial objections, the meeting agreed that two copies of each team sheet will be provided with one marked as referees copy. Teams only need to complete one team sheet although player’s names & match details will also be pre-printed on the second sheet.

7.3 The full season draw should be available after Easter on 6.4.10

7.4 Fluoro orange vests will be worn by Ground Officials and fluoro green vests will be worn by Team Officials.
7.5 A copy of the report from the Sub committee re the acquisition of PCYC will be sent to all clubs. The MC will recommend proceeding with this acquisition.

7.6 Addressed the meeting on the subject of increasing violence in the Granville Association in recent years. If firmer action is not taken, serious injury is likely to occur. It is hoped that the introduction of the Granville GPT and the Team Demerit concepts will help to discourage the type of violence that has occurred in the last two seasons. The meeting agreed we must unite to give a clear message that violence is totally unacceptable under any circumstances and can never be justified.

7.7 I raised the subject of the Referee’s Administration Levy and that GDSFA treasurer, Ken Bray has apparently refused to pay the levy. I made the points that these funds are used in essential referee expenditure including seminars and training. Referees have not had an increase in fees for some years and continuation of the levy is essential. Without the levy referee fees would need to be reduced and this would result in losing referees. I also pointed out that this levy cannot be withdrawn without a change to the bye-laws. The meeting showed support to continuation of the referee levy. The treasurer responded that he had not refused to pay but that he had only asked for proof that these funds were being spent on the development of young referees because (he said) that was the intention of the levy in the first place. I agreed that GDSRA will provide this information.

7.8 There will be a Ladies Competition Meeting on 25th March 2010 at Bernie Mullane and the attendance of a referee delegate is requested.
