2.1
Ladies Evaluations show that there is far too much being let go on the Ladies and it needs to stop. There does not appear to be "Duty of Care" applied to some games, attached is list of the ladies evaluations.

4.1 We have received a lot of evaluation sheets from the ladies games.

4.2 It is clear that the referees are not controlling these games and penalising players who offend the laws of the game. Some of the comments are. Too Lenient, Foul Play, Very Poor Control, Throw Inns, Pushing, Not Hard enough, No Interest.

4.3 The ladies play to the same laws as the males. You MUST penalise players who offend. You MUST carry out your duty of care to the players. This means that a lot of you, must improve your attitude to the game, and control the fouls. This applies to all the ladies games, from 10 to All Age

4.4 One 12 year old girl’s team had a player kicked in the back of the leg, and was off school for 2 weeks. This girl had to be carried off the field.  No action was taken by the referee against the player who kicked her opponent. Two weeks later, a girl was barrelled by a full back, and had her arm broke. Again no action against the offender. This game was abandoned; I believe that the ambulance took a fair amount of time to attend.

4.5 Law 12 game states, “A direct free kick is awarded to the opposing team if a player commits any of the following six offences in a manner considered by the referee to be, CARELESS, RECKLESS OR USING EXCESSIVE FORCE” The player does not now have to deliberately harm a player. They are committing an offence by being reckless. If you pull up these reckless tackles early, you will eliminate the injuries to the players. The comment “I got The Ball First” does not carry any weight where recklessness is involved. RECKLESS play must be actioned by a Direct Free Kick, caution or send off, if repeated.

4.6 Some of the ladies may be having a giggle, and enjoying themselves, but you must stop the reckless tackles, even though they are not done on purpose. It is your duty to protect all of the players’ safety.

4.7 The problem affects referee who are new, up to referees with years of experience. On the higher age ladies games, you normally have assistants, so all of the officials must do their part in controlling the game.

4.8 Referees doing male games must also take notice of this instruction.

4.9 Some referees are not taking corner kicks and goal kicks from the correct position. Look up your Granville Members Handbook.

4.10 A goal can be scored direct from a corner. Dissenters read your law book.

4.11 What were the results of the 2005 member's survey?  Did we get many responses? Are we going to publish summarised results and any proposed MC action to members, as we did last time?
4.12 Feedback from team officials are being sent to Branch Coach.
4.13 Inspection reports appear to be taking too long, CY to investigate.
4.14 Games to start on time do not wait for your appointed AR to arrive, get the game underway and allow the AR to join in when they arrive.

The submitting send off and incident reports electronic facility has been updated.  These facilities have been updated because the previous submitting feature has problems working with some operating systems.  The mailing system has been altered to allow for a smoother and more efficient transmission.  They operate differently from before so please read the instructions carefully.  As before these reports can be found by going to the Referees Reports and Documents page and clicking on the respective Internet Explorer image.  As before you can simply enter the data in the "text area" window and click on the "Submit" button.  Your report will be electronically sent via e-mail to our Judiciary Delegates. The data can be saved as a "text" file (using the "Save As" command) in a location you select on your computers hard drive (usually "C" drive) and then can be printed out if you so desire a hard copy.  Please note and follow the instructions otherwise you will lose your data if you click the buttons in the wrong sequence.  Of course, you can still use the relevant documents and attach them to an e-mail or print them off and post them, if you so want to.

It is well worth studying as it will become the standard in all Referees' Associations in the very near future.

Send off report is what happens on the field of play when the player has been shown the red card, ANYTHING AFTER THAT WETHER HE/ SHE MOUTHING OFF OR ACT BY GESTURE OR PHYSICAL ASSAULT ON OR OFF THE FIELD IS AN INCIDENT REPORT.

Send off reports must specify referee position in order for the judiciary to understand the scenario and the word APPX. (I.E. I WAS APPX. 15 METRES BEHIND # 11 AT THE HALF WAY LINE WHEN THE FOUL OCCURRED etc)

7.6
Do not make suggestion in your report for the judiciary to be LENIENT on the sent off player, this makes you look like a fool.

7.7
We are still receiving send off up to THREE weeks later, we have had cases where the sent off player got away Scot free or by the time the report got to us, the player has or had already served the suspension.

Hand written reports such on fax must be in tidy handwriting and on clear transmittal.

Cautions must be recorded correctly. You must have the correct code or the player will get off. This has already happened. You must get it right.

You must take your time with all paperwork. Do not let team officials rush you into finishing your paperwork. Take all the time you need to complete the paperwork correctly.

When you are satisfied that your paperwork is correct give it all back to the Home team. Let them worry about who it goes to.
