11.1 Annual dinner will be on Saturday 6th September at Lidcombe Catholic Club.  Parra not big enough. If you wish to attend you must book early as tickets go very quickly.

11.2 Noted that GDSRA completing reverse side of YL team sheet in “ground surface”.  Not to be done.

12 GDSFA – GM 26th March 2003

12.1 Joe Rovella outlined new invoicing procedure to clubs, whereby clubs will be invoiced mid-month (based on estimate) and expected to pay by month end (so we have the money to pay referees at start of month). 
12.2 The invoice at start of month will be based on actuals with adjustments made for differences between estimates and actuals each month.
12.3 Joe advised we only currently have 78 active referees for 2003, compared with 140+ last year, plus the 30 from the just completed course. Hoping that we get a lot of old members rejoining in next week or so.
12.4 John gave summary re just completed course, and thanked Baulkham Hills and North Rocks. Advised we were meeting tonight and would discuss holding another new candidates course, possibly starting May. [I have had about 8-10 queries re another course, and last night indicated further 6-8]
12.5 Re Roo-Ball course, appears no date set but clubs very keen. Granville will advise date after checking availability of Guildford premises.
12.6 John advised re TAPS program and that we will shortly be contacting clubs re availability of their rooms/fields for 8 Monday nights from end April. St Johns and Dundas have already offered.
12.7 John also raised possibility of developing a 3-hour crash course for 'club referees’, which focussed on the critical basics. Probably provide course notes and video, estimated cost $10.00 (assume club has copy of current Law Chart for reference). Could run multiple courses on north/south basis - subject to venue availability. Clubs indicated they were very interested in such.
12.8 Finally, 2 changes approved last night for 2003:
