2. Branch Coach

2.1
Well the final season is with us again. No matter which game you are refereeing, that is the most important game of the day for the two teams and their supporters. We ask that you give all your final series games your utmost effort, either in the centre, or on the lines.

2.2
Remember, that the three referees are a team, and must all work together, with the referee in the middle being the one in control. Keep good eye contact, and use body language to each other. The referee must give his assistants instructions before the game starts, especially who will write first and who will wait to write, at the scoring of a goal, or a card is shown. If you all keep a record of the game, there will be no errors. The senior assistant should also carry a whistle, in case the referee is incapacitated in any way and the assistant must take over.

2.3
Our uniform is all black, and we want to see all the referees in this uniform. Remember the three referees are a team and should all be dressed the same. Your appearance will help you with your game control.

2.4
When an interchange is signalled by one assistant, the second assistant should also signal the referee that an interchange is required if the referee does not notice the signal immediately from the other assistant.

At half time, and at full time, the assistants should run to the referee in the centre, and you all come off as a team. Collect the ball at half time, so that the second half starts when you are ready.

2.6
Bad language has again been a problem. If  we all control the use of bad language, then it will disappear. It is no good one referee being strict, while another lets the players use bad language. Speak to players on the run, or Warn them at stoppages if the words are only to themselves. Bad language to an opposing player, referee or assistant, is a send off offence.

2.7 I heard a report this week of a north shore referee being hit in the face with the ball, while he was running with the whistle in his mouth. The dental bill is going to be well over $1000-00. Keep your whistle in your hand, preferably on a string. Running with the whistle in your mouth is dangerous, and the referee tends to blow the whistle too quickly, where there may be an advantage. The time it takes you to lift the whistle to your mouth, can assist you in making the correct decision

FIFA has just released the 2007-2008 Laws of the Game and these have been added to the website.  At this stage the FIFA Question and Answers 2006 remains unchanged and are still current (they have not yet been updated). The 2007-2008 Laws of the game can be found under the "Laws" drop down menu, sub menu "Laws of the Game" and then click on the PDF symbol at the bottom of the page for the 2007-2008 Laws of the Game or under the sub menu "Law Questions", then the sub sub menu "FIFA Laws of the Game 2007-2008".  For the FIFA Questions and Answers 2006 these can be located by clicking the "Laws" drop down menu, then the sub menu "Law Questions" followed by the sub sub menu "FIFA Q & A 2006".

PLEASE NOTE: The FIFA Laws of the Game 2007-2008 and FIFA Q & A 2006 are the latest available and generally don't come into effect in Australia until 2008.  Please refer to the E. & E. C. of GDSRA before following them as there are differences with what we are running with now.
