5.1
When a GOALKEEPER is injured and on the ground, it is advisable to stop play and have the keeper attended to. If the keeper was fouled, which would most likely be the case if he is in his own goal area, then play would be restarted with a free kick. If no foul was committed, restart with a drop ball. There have been a number of complaints on the EVALUATION sheets. If the keeper can throw the ball away before you stop play, this will mean that the drop ball is further away from the goals.

Foul throws have also been getting a lot of criticism. Try to keep the game flowing, but foul throws need to be penalised.

7. Webmaster

7.1
Appointments are basically working well with most people being able to view their allocated games without any problems.  I have been trying to work on a feature to allow you to print out your appointments automatically in “landscape” mode without having to manually change the printer preferences.  Unfortunately, there is no scripting code that works in any browser except “Opera” and as most people don’t use that browser I won’t chance the program.  New members from the last referee’s course will need to get their unique passwords from the secretary (you can also contact the webmaster) to look at your appointments.  The details of how to access your appointments can be found in two places – in the new 2005 Handbook and in the “Referees Documents” section of our website under “Other Documents & Articles”

Changes have been made to the “Referees Documents”.  The Referee Documents have been amended by splitting into two areas: 1. "Referees Documents and Reports" for the documents you would use the most during the year and 2. "Other Documents and Articles" for interesting articles, procedures, rules and other referees instructions and hints.

The Submitting Send Off and Incident Reports Electronically has been updated.  These facilities have been updated because the previous saving feature has problems operating with Active X and Service Pack 2 for XP.  They operate differently from before so please read the instructions carefully.  As before, these reports can be found by going to the Referees Reports and Documents page and clicking on the respective Internet Explorer image.  As before you can simply enter the data in the "text area" window and click on the "Submit" button.  Your report will be electronically sent via e-mail to our Judiciary Delegate. The data can be saved as a "text" file (using the "Save As" command) in a location you select on your computers hard drive (usually "C" drive) and then can be printed out if you so desire a hard copy.  Please note and follow the instructions otherwise you will lose your data if you click the buttons in the wrong sequence.  Of course, you can still use the relevant documents and attach them to an e-mail or print them off and post them, if you so want to.
